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Abstract
The objective of this study is the empirical founded analysis of daily temporal consumption and service demand by our microsimulation model ServSim. ServSim is developed within our new MICSIM, a multipurpose microsimulation model. ServSim relies on behavioural response based on more than 37.000 time-diaries of the nation wide Time Use Survey 2001/2002 of the German Federal Statistical Office. New German law regularities about shopping hours build the policy background. We present our new set theoretical MICSIM/ServSim microsimulation approach and model, the political background of new shopping hour regulations, the Time Use Survey database, the microeconometric estimates and impact results of different scenarios including demographic forecasts by our general static aging module ADJUST.
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
