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ABSTRACT: This paper presents SIMPL, a tax-benefit microsimulation model for Poland. The model

allows simulating most of the direct taxes, social contributions and benefits in Poland for the years

2003 and 2005. It is based on the Household Budget Survey 2003. We present here the tax-benefit

rules, the simulation assumptions, the data and the validation of the model through various robustness

checks.
